
Guilds of Magic 
 
1. Drupe Wizards  God Tohum 

Including Sons of the Seed 
Very common. Slow to prepare magic. 
Power over seeds, nuts, eggs, plants, and weather. 

 
2. Milk Mages  Goddess Sut 

Very common. Slow to prepare magic. 
Healing effects 
Examples: Healing creams, trauma yogurt 

 
3. Meat Mages Goddess Adale 

Relatively common. Magic takes time to have effect 
Animal-based enhancements 
 

4. Muffin Mages God Kek 
Relatively common. Most powers are baked. 
Fire manipulation, and creativity. 
Examples: Burning muffins, exploding cakes, illumination pastries, 

creativity crullers 
 

5. Vegetable Shamans Goddess Sebzeler 
Relatively common. Magic is slow to prepare. 
Elemental earth powers, and minor gravity manipulation. 
Examples: Earth blast vegetable medley, broccoli sink holes, 
 Fried potato bite balance boost, gravity spike carrots  

 
6. Spice Wizards God Baharat 

Less common. Slow to prepare magic. 
Elemental air powers, influence internal gastrointestinal areas 
Examples: Air shielding, wind blast, explosive sneezing, shortness of breath 
 

7. Seafood Shamans  Goddess Karides 
Less common in Rubric. Magic is slow to prepare. 
Water elemental powers. 
Examples: Lobster bisque water blast, Fried halibut for long breath holding, 
 Walking on water, Pressure resistance 
 

8. Confectioners God Seker 



Less common. Must be prepared in advance. 
 Power over sugars for enhancements or defuffs. 
 Examples: Energy bites, Hallucination cookies, Powdered sugar laughing 

 cloud, mind-weakening sugar 
 
9. Cheese Wizards Goddess Peynir 

Less common. Magic cooked into cheese while curing. 
Poisons, curses, acids, and lesser abilities in antidotes and constitution buffs 
Examples: Death by cheesecake, the cream-cheese clause, metal-melting  
 Acid, sprinkle-cheese stench death clouds 
 

10.  Bacon Masters God Domuz 
Rare. Internal enhancements. 
Boosts to nearly all abilities, perceptions, and constitution 
 

11.  Coffee Wizards God Icmek 
Less common. Brewed coffee is made daily. 
Short-lived but powerful effects to boost energy, stamina, and  mental 

agility 
 
12.  Wardrobe Wizards Goddess Panoply 

Fairly common. Magic prepared while sewing 
Fashion, enhanced clothing 
Magic powers include spatial storage, fast-change outfits, fashion sense
